FLOOD, PART ONE; AIRSTREAM TOUR
HULL (MULTIPLE SITES), 27™ FEBRUARY - 04™ MARCH 2017
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1.0 PROJECT OVERVIEW

Between 27t February and 4t March 2017, Slung Low’s 1950’s Airstream Caravan will be touring to various sites across Hull, as a means of
engaging the local community in the company’s upcoming performances at Victoria Dock, Hull. At each site, “Flood Part One, From The
Sea” will be projected during a 5 minute screening inside the Airstream Caravan, with audio provided via individual headphones. Slung Low
company members present will be providing further information alongside these screenings, including details on Part Two, Part Three and
Part Four of “Flood”. The aim of this activity is to provoke interest within communities that would not necessarily be described as a
traditional theatre-going audience.

Flood, written by James Phillips, is an epic adventure about the end of our world, set in the future, told in many parts. It is the story of
what happens to Hull when the waters come, and has been commissioned by Hull UK City of Culture 2017, alongside other partners. The
live performances (Parts Two and Four) will take place on the half tide basin at Hull’s Victoria Dock, with the audience watching the tale
from the dry land along the perimeter of the water’s edge, listening in on the action through the company's headphone system, which
allows the actor's slightest breath to be heard. Flood is the company’s most ambitious and experimental project to date, using live
performance, special effects, digital manifestations and other platforms to tell a story across an entire year.



1.1 METHOD STATEMENT

PLEASE NOTE - this Method Statement has been written to cover 8 sites. In all instances, sites are supermarket car parks or open public
spaces; this should be considered when referring to the Method Statement.

The Airstream caravan will be towed onto site using a transit van and moved into the agreed position at each site.
The caravan measures approximately 2.4m wide x 7.0m long x 2.8m high including the tow bar. It will be towed to site by a medium wheel
based transit van. 2x Stabilisers will be fitted at each end of the caravan to ensure safety and stability.

Upon arrival on site, the Slung Low team will introduce themselves to the appropriate site contact (if requested) and transport the
Airstream Caravan to parking position agreed at prior site recce. Upon setup, potential trip hazards will be identified on-site by Slung Low
staff, and dealt with accordingly. Possible risks have been assessed during site recce and are detailed below (6.1). The towing vehicle will
be detached by the licensed and experienced Slung Low staff from the Airstream Caravan and parked, on-site at the second agreed
suitable parking location.

At all sites, 4 hours have been allocated for the arrival, setup, activity and strike. Upon the completion of setup, Slung Low staff will talk
to the general public about Flood, directing them to the screening within the Airstream Trailer. Information leaflets, and tickets for the
performance of Flood Part Two will be made available to members of the public.

Following the end of activity, the Slung Low team will pack away all materials and notify the appropriate site contact of their departure.
Slung Low staff will tow the Airstream Caravan off-site, ensuring that the site is left in the same condition as it had been found.

There is no
outdoor PA system producing external sound so
no noise issues for the surrounding area. There
will be audible noise from the caravans generator,
this is at a safe level 94dB.
