Hull Significant differences

• Age - Respondents aged 16-34 more likely to have seen Floe or This is a Freedom of Expression Centre. Respondents aged 16-

54 were more likely to have seen Washed Up Car-Go. Respondents aged 35+ were more likely to have seen City speaks. 

Respondents aged 55+ were more likely to have seen Blade, The Train Track and The Basket and A Hall for Hull.
