The purpose of this presentation is to try and explore and 
expand upon the bookshelves as a device to carry the 
exhibition. 

	 Naturally, without any content, these exercises are 
hypothetical, but serve the purpose help obtain a sense of 
what the exhibition might look like, and make that imaginative 
leap into more of a step.

	 So whilst there will be a lot of things here that aren’t 
quite right, it might just help firm-up in our minds what we can 
do with the bookcases.

	 We are actually quite excited by it. As a restriction, 
per se, it actually opens up the creativity of using the ‘peeps 
and bursts’…



And just a few notes (for the enjoyment of this presentation)

We have yet to change the floorplan, but have used where  
we were just as a gauge for now as this isn’t dictating as yet 
without content etc. But we do want to make it clearer and 
more open. 

	 For the purposes of this presentation we have just 
chosen certain spots to illustrate the potential of the book-
shelving as a device, and “showing it off” to an extent.  
We’re not saying “this should go there” for example. 

	 Also, where you see the white of the page in these 
presentation visuals, that means you can see through them. 
We’re not blocking any of the cases unless we need to for 
function or implicit purposes (hiding, peeking, lifting, 
softening, contextualiszing things etc).

Display letters 
 
Using clear acrylic we can 
sandwich letter upright in the 
cases so they appear floating 
and upright in the shelving. 
This will also allow for us to 
effectively display double-
sided letters, and the sorting 
methods behind safety. 
Also evoking the habits of 
writing through materials 
such as wood, ink, and hints 
at correspondents with their 
imagery in the displays.
