Thank you for being a part of Messages from the 7th Alley
In communicating about this project, we want to be playful, questioning, obtuse and a bit tongue-in-cheek.  We know that the connection is likely to be made between Hull 2017 and the projects at some point.  
So, in brief, the guidelines are!
1. Other than within the circle of collaborators, don’t overtly state a Hull 2017 commission.  The below “script” has ideas about how to answer certain questions, but for your information, our general press response to ‘Is this strange event to do with Hull 2017?’ is “There is a lot of activity happening in the city, some of which we’re involved in, some of which we’re not, but either way, we support anything which raises the profile of Hull.”
2. Don’t do any additional press about this without getting our prior approval.
3. Where possible, if there is a hashtag for the project, please use it. The hashtag for Messages from the 7th Alley is #7alleys. However, where this is not possible, don’t worry as we can monitor in other ways.  
4. You can share social posts about your project.  We don’t see a problem with tagging @2017hull, #hull2017, #cityofculture (etc.) as this happens naturally in the city whether it’s one of “our” projects or not!

Social Media - from consultation in the area the preferred method is Facebook, Claire is looking into using a local groups Facebook page or setting up an independent page for 7 Alleys, this will be aimed at telling the story, collecting people's stories and photos of the horse and carriage ride. Although twitter isn't popular we would like to still have this as an option using #7alleys for photos and messages.
The Story – Hull Daily Mail could use from 23rd September and it could be used on Social media:
The 7th Alley has appeared once again, messages have started to be received and strange people have been seen. They don't look local or of this time and they are inviting people to join them on their horse and carriage to take a ride and discover the 7 alleys. Could they actually be from the 7th Alley?
After the project (3rd October) 
The 7th alley appeared once again, people that looked from another time have been inviting communities to nominate each other to ride a horse and carriage to discover the 7 alleys. Did you go on one of them rides or do you have a 7 alleys story you would like to share? We’ve had reports that they looked quite ghost like and they seem to have disappeared could these people be from the 7th alley and will it appear again? 

Questions for 2017 and project partners during the project: 
Who are these people with the horse and carriage? We've heard rumours they have something to do with the 7 alleys, have you been there? Lots of people have told us about the 7 alleys and it sounds quite mysterious, can you tell us some more? Maybe we should go and take a look.

Is this a City of Culture project? We know of the 7 alleys but it's not one of our projects, we might try and speak to the mysterious people or even better try and get one of their horse and carriage rides.

We weren't invited, why is just Preston Road and Greatfield? We weren't invited either, I think those areas are close the alleys, have you been down the alleys? We're not sure where they are but we've heard lots about them, we might go and investigate.

This must have something to do with 2017? No it's not something we're involved in but it sounds like people are having a lovely time and that's what we want for 2017.

Somebody must be paying them to do this? They are offering free rides but I think you need to book.

They are working with community groups in the area, don’t you know about them? Are they, which groups maybe we know them, that’s great that they are involving local people, we certainly want people to work in communities in the city, have you taken one of the rides to find the 7 alleys?
