For dancers aswell as soldiers,
injury is a risk of the job. Subtitled
“The body is the frontline”, Rosie
Kay’s 5 Soldiers is a forceful
reminder of howpowerful these
bodies are – and how fragile.

Created in 2010, 5 Soldiers is
an extraordinary exploration
ofmodernwar as a physical
experience.Wewatch Kay’s
soldiers as they drill, go off duty,
go into combat and copewith
the aftermath. Thewiderwar is
hinted at in a crackle of broadcast
news, but the stripped-down
production focuses on these

Two years ago Andras Schiff held
this auditorium in thrall with
a performance of theGoldberg
Variations: now he’s done the
samewith the first book of the
Well-TemperedClavier, a work
never played at a Prombefore.

Schiff sees these pieces in
terms of colour, beginningwith
the snow-white innocence of the
opening prelude in Cmajor, and
culminating in the Bminor fugue
which for him is in the pitch-black
key of death.

Therewas indeed a crystalline
transparency in the first prelude,
ametronomic regularitywhich
was in nowaymechanical, and
for awhile hemaintained these
qualities, playingwith a caressing
touch and going at an unusually
gentle pace.

Despite its dramatic and
emotional restraint, this was
themost riveting performance
of thework I have ever heard.
Schiff delivered the endlessly
walking line of the final prelude
withmajestic assurance, and if
the gravely enigmatic final fugue
denoted death, it was death of an
entirely serene kind.

precision to sceneswhere the
soldierswait, bored or driven
to action, and an explosive
authenticity to the drill scenes.
There are nomacho heroics here,
only clear-eyed observation of
acts and consequences.

The dancers flog themselves
through themilitarymoves, then
peel away intomore personal
solos – into fears and fantasies.
The onewoman is determined
to be as tough as hermale
colleagues, to need no help.
Oneman spins through awaltz
with an imagined partner, until
his ballroomholdmorphs into
holding a rifle. In downtime,
rivalries and sexual tensions
emerge, only to be tamped down
in time for combat.

The unit wait around a square
of light, ready for a parachute
jump that becomes a skydiving
dance – amoment of floating
freedombefore they hit the
ground. The discipline and fear
of the action scenes is built from
howhard those bodies have to
work: crouching, turning, working
over the ground again and again.

Themost powerful scenes
in 5 Soldiers concern injury
and rehabilitation. One soldier
is sent flailing and turning by
an explosion.

Again, Kaymakes the experience
of injury feel viscerally real.
The legs of dancer Duncan
Anderson are strapped up to
represent amputation, leaving him
struggling towalk on his kneecaps.
His recovery is a fightwith his
body – his falls, his shaky balance.
He forces himself against gravity
and exhaustion as he finds new
ways, not just ofmoving but of
reclaiming his identity as a soldier.

TheGwangju uprisingwas a
pivotalmoment in South Korea’s
ongoing transformation to
democracy. Hundreds if not thou-
sands of students diedwhen it
was brutally quelled by the coun-
try’smilitary generals.

Created by immersive theatre
company dreamthinkspeak and
staged in an eerie disused office
block in the heart of the City of
Culture, this provocative and
frankly chilling production takes
us back to the tragic events of
those days.

The premise is that the
audience is invited to inspect a
range of newproducts by Kasang
– a fictional Asian conglomerate
newly arrived in theUK. Tablet in
hand and shepherded by a team
of actors includingMin-hee Yeo
as the slick young chief executive
andMee-young Kim as a good-
natured grandma, we first
experience hi-techmodern South
Koreawith its dazzlingmalls,
virtual-reality shopping and
incessant K-pop.

A real life video game then gives
way to somethingmuchmore
sinister aswe find ourselves in

an abandoned police station amid
signs of violent interrogation.

Themalign presence of the
state – old and new – is brilliantly
conjured and contrastedwith
the subtle beauty of the ancient

shamanist culture. The spirits of
the young people that died in the
name of freedompervade this
haunting experience.
