CONDITIONS OF OFFER

	2) NON-UK ARTISTS
	The Producer is responsible for obtaining and paying for any necessary work permits and/or visas for artists and touring party. Hull 2017 needs at least 14 days notice to provide any supporting paperwork. 

	3) EXCLUSIVITY
	This production will only be produced in Hull. 

	4) PAYMENT TERMS
	Hull 2017 are the sole funders of the the production.  

	5) CANCELLATION
	If Hull 2017 cancels the Production for any reason other than because the Artist or artist are in breach of a material term of this Agreement and fail to remedy such breach (if capable of remedy) as soon as reasonably practicable or force majeure (as defined below) then Hull 2017 shall pay to the Producer such proportion of the Fee as equates to the value of the services provided by the Producer to Hull 2017 up to the date of termination.
 

If the Producer cancels the Production for any reason, the Producer shall immediately repay to Hull 2017 any part of the Fee already paid and the Producer shall indemnify Hull 2017 against any costs incurred by Hull 2017 as a result of such cancellation 

	6) FORCE MAJEURE
	If because of force majeure (meaning a cause beyond a party’s reasonable control including, without limitation, fire, flood, riot, civil commotion, explosion, any kind of industrial action, lockout, war, terrorist threat, royal demise, interruption of electricity, gas or other services, but specifically excluding illness) one of the Producer or Hull 2017 cannot fulfil any part of this agreement, that party shall promptly notify the other party and this agreement shall be null and void.

	7) CONTRACT
	Hull 2017 will issue a contract to the Producer.
Payments can only be made to the Producer on the basis of a signed contract. 

 

	8) FILMING
	Producer agrees to filming, TV, recording, broadcast, webcast etc. of the Production


	
	Seats shall not be held for camera positions unless specified in writing by the Producer in advance of general sale, with advance payment for the value of the seats. 

	9) PRODUCTION 
	Hull 2017 shall provide the space (64 Humber St) and all associated costs including licensing and staffing free of charge.
Hull 2017 will provide a curator to lead on the event and to facilitate locally.

With contribution from the production budget Hull 2017 will be responsible for the marketing of the event.  

	10) PRODUCTION BUDGET
	It is agreed that there shall be £3000 of production budget, which shall be borne by the Producer out of the Producer Fee. 

This budget is made on the basis of the terms of this deal memo. Any further production costs shall be at the risk of the Producer. 


	COMMERCIAL PARTNERS
	Hull 2017 has a range of Commercial Partners, defined as official sponsors and media partners, supporting the overall festival, whose logos may appear in Hull 2017 marketing, advertising and branding, including specific marketing, advertising and branding of the Production by Hull 2017.
