LARKIN

The Larkin exhibition should lead with the intention of creating a visual experience, installation-led with the involvement of either:
- a high profile guest curator or 
- a curator/project director and an individual or company with experience in exhibition design or a unique visual or interactive approach to presenting the Larkin artefacts and materials.
The latter option would engage with high profile artists to momentarily engage with the exhibition and respond to it, increasing awareness amongst young people and new arts audiences.
Delivery of the exhibition would include a programme of literary actions over the course of its run.
