In communicating about this project, we want to be playful, questioning, obtuse and a bit tongue-in-cheek.  We know that the connection is likely to be made between Hull 2017 and the projects at some point.  
So, in brief, the guidelines are!
1. Other than within the circle of collaborators, don’t overtly state a Hull 2017 commission.  The below “script” has ideas about how to answer certain questions, but for your information, our general press response to ‘Is this strange event to do with Hull 2017?’ is “There is a lot of activity happening in the city, some of which we’re involved in, some of which we’re not, but either way, we support anything which raises the profile of Hull.”
1. Don’t do any additional press about this without getting our prior approval.
1. Where possible, if there is a hashtag for the project, please use it. The hashtag for Voices that Take You Places is _____________ However, where this is not possible, don’t worry as we can monitor in other ways.  
1. You can share social posts about your project.  We don’t see a problem with tagging @2017hull, #hull2017, #cityofculture (etc.) as this happens naturally in the city whether it’s one of “our” projects or not!


Some ways of answering questions about Voices that Take You Places 

What is going on at the bus stop outside Asda? Something official-looking but the workers running it are friendly that’s for sure. Looks like a great place to travel to and from.

What’s coming out of the speakers and on the display? Voices from Hull apparently. Maybe have a sit down, a cup of Green tea and a listen? Where will you go? You don’t have to get a bus.

Who is running this? We don’t know but it seems to be something to do with Rediffusion. Do you know about Rediffusion? It was a company ahead of its time and unique to Hull. We thought it had closed down years ago so we’re not sure what this has got to do with it.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Rediffusion was responsible for broadcasting – what’s a bus stop got to do with that? Weren’t the Rediffusion offices based on Beverley Road? Maybe they’re re-establishing the company there – or re-connecting the cables that were once across the city. Maybe the cables travel further than Hull? You’d need to ask them; we don’t do technology.

Don’t you want to tell us? No, we like surprises

What’s the point of it? You’d need to ask them – or find out for yourself. We don’t know the point to lots of things but sometimes those things feel good and that’s enough of a reason to do them. What’s the point of a bus stop, poetry and tea? This is where you may find an answer - or a bus.

Where are these bus stop people from? We think they’re from a company similar to Rediffusion, which was based in Hull – so maybe they’re from a place that’s similar to Hull not quite Hull?

How much does it cost? It’s free as far as we know. Someone told us that Green Tea was free to some travellers too.

Has this got anything to do with City of Culture? Pretty much everything in Hull is to do with the UK City of Culture because that’s where it is. Many travellers will come to Hull next year so it’s vital that our travel infrastructure is a pleasure to use.

Who is paying for this?  If you’re taking a bus then you’ll need to pay to travel however, if you stay at this bus stop then it costs nothing except time. 

So nobody is paying them to do that? Presumably the new Rediffusion is a profit-making company but we don’t know where it’s based, why it exists or whether they need money to be rewarded for what they do.

Will it come back? They’re only here for a few days as far as we know. Maybe if local people on Beverley Road like it then the company will return later but best ask them yourself.
