KEY EVENTS / THE FESTIVAL YOLK
THURSDAY EVENING
Event: Festival Launch Party
Theme: Neu! Reekie! to host launch party so that a gathering of artists, producers, and friends of 2017 Hull City of Culture can meet, network and find more about the weekend's Festival.

Further Info:

· Features: DJs and socialising in an appropriate venue in Hull City Centre.

· Potential headline DJ Andrew Weatherall. Programme discussion and ticket grab. 

· Costs include: Andrew Weatherall DJ set; venue hire; subsidised drinks; photographers and camera crew; additional tech.

FRIDAY EVENING
Event: Large Scale Mixed Arts Opening Night Show at Hull City Hall 
Theme:  the first of the two centre piece showcases will be a large scale Neu! Reekie! style event featuring the underground culture of the four nations represented in poetry, music, visual art, film, dance, performance art. We'll mix it up Neu! Reekie! style with a cultural cross-pollination of words, film, sounds and ideas.

Further Info:
· Costs: two headline acts; two headline poets; series of mini slots and screening licenses; marketing and advertising; photo and film crew; runners; riders. 

· This event will be spread the Hull City Hall, utilising both the Main Theatre space and the Boardroom space, as well as smaller breakout spaces.

· The main stage will have two headline acts whose reputation and name will be known through the UK. These would be complemented by two headline writers whose reputation will be known beyond literary circles and whose work is outside the mainstream.

· The style of the event is straight from the successful Neu! Reekie! template of the last 5 years where the emphasis is on keeping the entertainment coming at all times, in your face, with shorter than usual live sets (no more than 30 minutes even for the headline acts) and no recognisable breaks. Between the live acts will be commissioned short films and non-mainstream animations, some as short as 30 seconds, with none of them longer than 10 minutes long. Audiences will be standing in the main auditorium and encouraged to come and go as they please between sets and between the different areas. In essence the spirit of a free roaming festival within the various spaces of the grand old building. We will consider guest comperes known to be provocateurs within mainstream comedy and television.

· Guiding ethos: Larkin.

SATURDAY EVENING

Event: Hip Hop Convergence & Divergence Main Event
Theme: the second of the two showpiece events at Hull City Hall will be a convergence of hip-hop and street artists and the associated producers involved in or around the scene. This will incorporate everything within the hip-hop scene, from rappers, musicians & DJs to spoken word & beatbox, from filmmakers to street dance and graffiti artists – also encompassing elements of experimental street theatre. This would very much have a theme of beyond hip-hop and would promote the deconstruction of the genre to explore both the pop sensibilities and the poetry pervasive throughout it.

Further Info: 
· in the main auditorium the format will be similar to that of the Friday night except with hip-hop culture at the heart of everything. Again we'll aim to have two headline hip-hop/rappers whose reputation and name will be known through the UK. The main act will have the job of lifting the roof of the place to end things with a bang! The style of the event again will emphasise keeping the entertainment coming at the audience relentlessly, again with shorter than usual live sets and no recognisable breaks. Between the live acts will be commissioned short films and non-mainstream animations, some as short as 30 seconds, with none of them longer than 10 minutes long. Audiences will be standing in the main auditorium and encouraged to come and go as they please between sets and between the different areas.

SUNDAY
Event: Outdoor Poetry Slam / The New Band Bonanza  
Theme:  in the afternoon we'd like to hold a vibrant outdoor Slam competition with an attractive prize. Using a Gladiator-style arena space we would host a major competition alongside, open mics and third party curated slots. Ideal candidates to perform and host this event would be Kate Tempest, Luke Wright, Hollie McNish.

We would build upon the foundations of a new bands and acoustic music showcase along the waterfront – inviting established bands from the northern stronghold to play alongside the brightest rising stars. 

Further info:
· We could work with an independent label to incorporate into this a single release and / or recording award. Equally with the slam we could proffer a prize encompassing a string of live performances and a unique chapbook publication and/or digital track release.

· Costs: main performer, host, sacrificial performer - outdoor tech set-up and indoor back up space. Open mic element alleviates costs.

· As a potential accompaniment to this we cold host a coffee, food and beer fair – inviting micro-breweries and independent or collective producers of quality food and drink to purvey their products and showcase their ethos. Buy local and avoid the congloms. We could encourage brewers and distilleries to make bespoke blends to crown the occasion – we have a precedent of this is launching the Neu! Reekie! Whisky (a single malt, single cask with bespoke design).

PROGRAMME OF EVENTS EXPLORING THE COUNTER-CULTURE (OVER ALL DAYS): INDEPENDENT FILM, DEBATES, WORKSHOPS, STAGED HAPPENINGS ETC.
GENERAL STATEMENT: Through a series of film screenings, debates, panels, staged happenings and workshops, we will explore a range of ideas around: 
· Cultures of Hiphop;

· Poetry of Punk

· Bowie's Legacy;

· Digital Download;

· Celebrity & Leaders;

· Filthy Lucre;

· Situationism;

· S-E-X;

· Drugs;

· Underground publishing;

· i-DENTITY.
Many of these events will be developed alongside choice curatorial bodies and organisers. We'll  delivery of certain events on the day will be devolved to a key creative collaborator.

The below list proffers a long list of which only certain events will trigger commissions – this depends on artist availability and sanction from Hull City of Culture.
The Indie Film programme can help create a superstructure for selected curators to work within.
THE HIP HOP PROGRAMME
Workshops leaders, performers and panellist have been co-curated by Dave Hook: lead vocalist of hip-hop band Stanley Odd, lecturer in new music at Napier University, currently undergoing a PHD on sub-cultures and regional evolutions within hip-hop. A report is available at Annex 1. His team of creative consultants include representatives of the hip-hop scene from across the UK and beyond.
Workshops and Showcases: DJ, Graffiti, Emcee, Turntabilist 
Theme: workshops in the morning followed by showcases in the afternoon. A prize to perform at the evening’s main event (alongside leaders and luminaries) is up for grabs.

Hiphop Battleground
Theme: a hip-hop battle competition ran by Chester P 5 World Freestyle or Don’t Flop. The final two contestants will complete the battle on centre stage amidst the Saturday night main event.

Theme: two panels consisting of four artists and one chair – the categories are ‘Words and Culture’; and ‘Production and Evolution’.

Publishing, Zine Fair, & Label Fair / Counter Culture Fair
Theme: in a large central venue we'll host a convergence of cultural producers. A place to meet, discuss and purchase cultural products from popup shops run by invited record labels, visual artists, alternative media and indie publishers: in effect a Hull City Of Culture Record & Arts Fair with popup screenings of short films, demonstrations and workshops.

· Venue: TBC (central fair space and several break-out spaces to host debates, talks and screenings)

· Costs: hall and stall hire and set-up. Visual and tech equipment. Stalls rented out to vendors. 
INDEPENDENT FILM 

In partnership with Hull Independent Cinema we'd invite indie publishers, alternative media, arts collectives, record labels and DIY indie film-makers to curate standalone events around a feature-length documentary film which explore the ideas of identity and creative thinking though the medium of art and culture. Sheffield’s DocFest would be a candidate partner on this.

This would run across the city from the Friday to the Sunday in as many interesting and unusual venues as we can utilise – also exploring the options of outdoor screenings or host your own screenings. This arm to the festival will encourage participants from within Hull and throughout the four nations to put together intriguing, idiosyncratic or provocative events which they'd run themselves.
We'd hope curators would draw on everything from, say, Mark Cousins' personal essay I Am Belfast to the recent London gay men's hard-hitting Chemsex doc, etc. The possibilities here are endless.
STAGED HAPPENINGS
Event: The Serpent That Ate Itself
Theme: Debate focused around artists endorsed by commercial galleries, major labels and publishers and working to commission; and those working within collectives seen to be working outside the folds or national institutions or commercial funding. Is there such a thing as rallying against yourself and resistance for resistance sake – counter productive counter culture?

Further Info: spread of artists, poets, musicians will share their experiences of working inside and outside of national institutions and commercial galleries, publishers, record labels. The pros and cons and everything in between.

Secret Spaces / Autonomous Zones / Members Only 
The appropriation of space for counter-culture. Autonomous zones, occupied spaces, private members clubs, installations. 

Further Info:  Panel discussion and debate. Suggested participants:

· Turner Prize nominated artist Jim Lambie and the Voidoid’s Richard Hell, in discussion about The Poetry Club (an installation designed to host a collaborative exhibition with Richard Hell which ended up hosting myriad exhibitions and secret / not so secret gigs to audiences of around 100 – the likes of John Giorno, Pattie Smith, Primal Scream, Gerard Malanga, Linton Kwesi Johnson. http://www.thepoetryclub.net 

· Kevin Harman – one of the UK’s most innovative and rabble-rousing artists discussing his after hours antique absinthe bar / illegal shebeen installation, that hosted lawlessness, live butchery, tattooing, confessions and became a, lightless, breeding ground for new ideas. All hidden in an old Ambulance Depot off one of the busiest streets in Edinburgh amidst the Festival. The next steps are even more formidable. http://www.kevinharman.co.uk 

· Actress and novelist Sophie Parkin (daughter of Molly Parkin the Welsh painter, novelist and journalist, famous for her exploits in the 1960s) discusses her and her mother’s experience the Soho’s infamous Colony Room (1948 – 2008); and how it and the bohemian history of Soho influenced the establishment of her Vout o’Reenees Club for the ‘Surrealistically Distinguished’. The Colony Club boasted members / visits from: Tracey Emin, Sarah Lucas, Damien Hirst, Blur, The Clash, Alabama 3, Kate Moss, Daniel Craig, Jude Law, Keira Knightly, Rhys Ifans, Francis Bacon; and the poets Louis MacNeice, George Barker; Dylan Thomas. http://www.thecolonyroom.com
· Occupy Movement representation: where are the occupy protesters now? The spaces they occupied and what was lost or gained?

· Open School East: Located in a former library and community centre in De Beauvoir Town, East London, Open School East is a unique space that brings together: A free study programme for emerging artists; and a multifaceted programme of events and activities open to all. Open School East was founded in 2013 in response to spiraling tuition fees and student debt. It was instituted as a space for artistic learning and production that is experimental, versatile and highly collaborative. Central to Open School East’s approach is a commitment to foster cultural, intellectual and social exchanges between artists and the broader public. We do this by opening our study programme outwards, responding to our locality and providing an informal environment for the sharing of knowledge and skills across various communities – artistic, local and otherwise. http://www.openschooleast.org 
Bill Drummond being Bill Drummond
Theme: The unrejected reject. The event will be billed as a counter culture retrospective presentation and discussion with Bill Drummond. 

Further info: What it will in fact be is a delivery of a week-long project whereby Bill Drummond spends time in Hull collecting stories from residents and passers by and assembles these into a story book of Dark Tales. This idea was originally mooted to Hull City of Culture and turned down. A very limited number of people will be aware of this. The final delivery of the project shall expose all. Essentially, that Neu! Reekie! and conspirators overturned the rejection in the name of counter culture and empowered Bill Drummond to deliver the Dark Tales he always intended tae.
Celebrity Squares?
Theme: a debate on the emergence from within pop culture of notable figures establishing themselves as intelligent voices within the counter-culture, politics and the arts. Can celebrities be the vehicle for change or merely ever feckless spokes-figures?

Further Info: a panel discussion of celebrity influencers and their ability to maintain a pop sensibility whilst proving a veritable voice within sub cultures and counter culture. The below will discuss influencers as they see it (contemporary or historical) and share their own experiences.

· Charlotte Church – singer, actress, political commentator (also performer elsewhere)

· Warsan Shire – Somali-British poet, Young Poet Laureate for London, Beyoncé, departed UK for LA (also performer elsewhere)

· Academic in defense of Kane West

· Academic in defense of Bono

· Journalist of Popular Culture (Heat, Sun, Daily Mail etc)

· Loki – Scottish Rapper, Political Commentator (performers as part of this show)

Punk Poetry, Protest Poetry, Poetry on the Pulse.
To what extent can poetry change the world? Is it the most effective art form for doing so? Did poetry spark the counter culture and what of it now? In partnership with Hull’s Wrecking Ball Press this would include a screening / of Peter Whiteread's landmark film of the Albert Hall poetry happening.

Further info: a panel discussion involving poetry practitioners from all walks of life – followed by short performers from selected participants (likely those not appearing in the main events).

Back to Bowie
Theme: a keynote presentation on the counter cultural revelation of David Bowie and some of the influences that still resonate. This will be hosted by, Japanese based artist, Momus and invited guests and followed by a performance and a short Bowie open mic.

Event info:  Momus is a (former Creation Records) recording artist, writer and performer named after the Greek God of Mockery that has broke cultural boundaries all his life – each of which was a little inspired by Bowie. He’s lived, recorded and released music from the UK, the US, Germany and now Japan. He is fascinated by identity, Japan, Rome, the avant-garde, time travel, and sex. Having covered several Bowie tracks and been lauded by Bowie himself, the departure of David shook his the world. Can he ever be replaced? Federation of Independent Branches: Elitism within the UK Counter Culture
Theme: the essential debate from world leading academics and a surprise (internationally renowned) celebrity guest – perhaps. Covers notions of a single unified definition of counter culture; boundaries within counter culture; passports to counter culture and gatekeepers within the sector / their necessity; plus an overview of guiding lights and future stars.

Further Info: the panel will consist of four actors playing leading academics from Scotland, Northern Ireland, Wales and England plus a fabled celebrity. The panel will be kept a surprise with handouts given upon arrival with mock credentials and web links (all of which will work). The celebrity will be either a no-show or another parodied culprit. Actors will be seasoned throughout the audience and an extended Q&S taken post the apocryphal full discussions. A hashtag will be created and the audience will give recorded talking head afterwards. FIB – the big counter culture hoax.
Ross Sinclair Public Billboard Project

Theme: Artist Ross Sinclair will curate a series of counter culture billboard installations exploring convergence and divergence with key counter culture figures from Scotland, England, Wales and Northern Ireland – plus a Hull specific edition. These will be unveiled prior to / on the first day of the weekend with pop-up performances under each exhibit. Each performance will be filmed and the film shown on the final day of the weekend. 

Further Info:  

· These billboards exhibit in pop art / list form the debate and structures that exist within the counter culture. This format of pop-art debate / billboards has been shown throughout the UK (including the Houses of Parliament/Westminster), the US and internationally engaging with concepts of cities, housing schemes, wars, writers, football teams, art v music, bands, the future, referendums, painters etc. We will work leading arts institutions from each of the representative countries / city to ensure these map national concern

Throbbing Gristle
Theme: a celebration of the quintessential, counter-cultural music group, Throbbing Gristle. The unveiling of a plaque?

Further info: 

· To include art installation films screenings, wax work recreations, a tribute band and an interview with Genesis P-Orridge and / or Cosey Fanni Tutti.

· Potential host for the even Andrew Weatherall.

Event: North Sea Shipping Lanes / Collision In The North Sea / North Sea Wreckers (developed with SoulPunk)
Theme: Ideas are shipped up and down the North Sea coastline of UK. They are wrecked off the coast around Hull, or deliberately run aground and the result is… a mini music festival event. This reflects on Hull’s unique geographical position within the UK facing into the North Sea and marks a counter cultural kinship between cities and towns in a similar position. A nod to novelist Malachy Tallach’s 60 Degrees North which suggests a unionship / commonhood between those living at similar longitudes and latitudes which outweighs the notion of national cultural allegiance.

Further Info: artists from Canvey Island, Hull, Aberdeen and Shetland / Orkney appear on a ridiculously eclectic bill with only a cold, grey sea in common. Perhaps extend this to parts of the Netherlands and Denmark. Also the novelist Malachy Tallach as above.

Event: Devil, Justify Thyself (developed with SoulPunk)
Theme: modeled on the TV debate featuring Mick Jagger & figures representing ‘the establishment’ (https://youtu.be/3D-5Vh6tWH8). To be held in on outdoor garden, somewhere.

Further info: a ‘high priest’ of the counter-culture (Richard Neville and / or Frankie Boyle) debates the cultural worth of advertising with luminaries from the advertising industry.
Film Event: Botellon or Big Bottle or Danger, Danger, Age Explosion (developed with SoulPunk)
Theme: loosely based on the practice of Spanish youths who sit in a large circle of friends and acquaintances and pass a big bottle of wine around as part of a social gathering that takes the place of visiting expensive bars and clubs. The event is filmed and screened during the Festival or in advance as a promotional tool.

Further info: 

· A group of older members or ex-members of the ‘counter culture’ sit in a circle, passing the bottle and discussing whether they are still ‘counter-cultural’ or, indeed, if it’s even possible for a counter culture to exist when nearly every aesthetic element thrown up by the counter culture is co-opted by business in order to make profit or by government in order to justify policy. Without introduction or compere. 

· Expected to degenerate into some kind of chaos.

· Possibilities for this to be combined with the above event / used a promotional tool.

· A version of this could be Here Come The Judge, a jury of increasingly pissed old gits sit in judgement of representatives of the establishment, chaired by ‘Judge Roy Bean’ with a real gun and ‘bible’ (Howl by Ginsberg?).

Event: Safe Space (developed with SoulPunk)
Theme: an examination of the concept of ‘safe space’ – a place for people who feel under attack, 
rganize
zed or out-voiced to come together and 
rganize, discuss and be.

Further info: the creation of safe spaces for events hosting events for fans of a particular era of music (pub rock? Oi? Acid House? Psychedelic rock? Gentle folk?). Just having the safe spaces in themselves might be enough, so, spaces for women only, people of various origin or who identify with particular gender or sexuality. 

Event:  I Am Who I Say I Am Not Who You Say I Am Nor Who I’m Expected To Be Although That Can Be Me, Too (developed with SoulPunk)
Theme: Connecting internationally and recognising a new understanding of identity politics, particularly from the perspective of a younger generation. Reaching from:

· South Africa - the ‘born frees’, the first generation to grow up after apartheid, reject the SA establishment, particularly in reference to education and identity.

· USA - Black Lives Matter - a movement of self-determination that wholly accepts capitalism.

· The UK - Sexual choice and identity - how a new generation are embracing the multi-differences in gender and sexual identity. Is it real? Is this the coalface of the counter culture now?
Further info: featuring participants from: Gal-Dem (collective, magazine & blog created by young women of colour); an academic who has researched American hip-hop cultural politics (Kanye/Beyoncé); artists from SA, possibly including separate young people from different backgrounds; an artist from Poland/Ukraine/similar who has experienced the perspective of a young person living in a country that appears to be moving backwards, away from positive notions of identity.

Event: Escape From The Beanfield (developed with SoulPunk)
Theme / Further info: park a ‘typical’ bus from the traveller’s convoy in the middle of Hull shopping centre. Recreate the attack as people dressed as police attack and destroy the bus, beat up the travellers (including kids/pregnant women etc) arrest them and take them away, leaving the destroyed bus as a symbol that the State always wins.

· A video webiosode series featuring key performers proffering opinions and questions to consider prior to the festival; talking heads from potential audience members, folks on the northern streets, offering disparate views.

· A Festival blog with staggered guest contributions / content take-overs by participant organisations and key names.

· Performers offering digital snippets or commissions seeped out in advance.

· A roving camera crew covering key counter-culture events in which voices of the four nations are involved in.

· Live-streamed debates involving a medley of performers and an interactive chat option; this ported onto an assortment of platforms as part of a media partnerships.

· Filmed guided tours of Hull with key performers – tackling intellectual issues, Hull's history and incorporating absurdist elements and occasional playful apocryphal.

· An advance publication of a literary magazine / chapbook with downloadable album showcasing the line-up - a collaboration between Neu! Reekie! publishing and Wrecking Ball Press alongside a targeted record label e.g. Big Dada, Domino, Heavenly.

· The commissioning of a single-song and poem to soundtrack and narrate festival announcements from its naissance - the not the number one / not Christmas No.1 campaign. This would be a unique collaboration.

· A series of prints commissioned by counter-culture artists, each to be projected onto a significant building within Hull.
ANNEX 1
Counter-culture Festival: Hip-hop

A showcase representing regional hip-hop across the UK
Hip-hop has been an active, vibrant and multifaceted subculture in the UK since it first travelled across the Atlantic in the early 1980s. While its US counterpart went on to become (at one point) the biggest grossing genre in the world, UK hip-hop has remained relatively underground and outwith the mainstream. In the late 90s/ early 00s hip-hop in the UK began to grow sufficiently as to be drawn into the current of the mainstream, with artists such as Roots Manuva and Dizzee Rascal reaching wider renown. From there, the influence of hip-hop on music outwith its own borders and the prevalence of English voices in rap have become much more commonplace in UK popular music. Having said this, for a significant amount of the music and art that it produces, UK hip-hop is still very much an underground subculture. Accents that seem to be acceptable in terms of wider airplay remain London-based to a great extent and voices from Scotland, Northern England, Wales and Ireland remain largely unrepresented. Further to this, even within the areas that would be considered more ‘radio-friendly’ in terms of accent, the concept of what is acceptable and what hip-hop should be are very narrow, essentially ensuring that the vast majority of its progenitors and creators continue to do so from the underground.

Hip-hop and its content have always lent itself to counter-culture. Since its inception in the South Bronx, it has been a voice and an outlet for the marginalised; socially conscious; locally representative. The UK has created a wide array of outstanding hip-hop artists from all the elements, be it emceeing, DJing, graffiti art or breakdance.

This event provides a platform for a series of panels, discussions, performances and workshops that look at UK hip-hop over the last thirty years, addressing questions of identity, social commentary, politics and more; demonstrating the elements of hip-hop culture and celebrating the artform.
