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We do not know why Philip Larkin chose to keep certain items, but we do know from his writing, as well as from the recollections of his friends, that he found meaning in objects and that he took care to arrange them  both at home and at work. This sheet provides clues and prompts for thinking about the objects that we have chosen to display, all of which were found in the house at 105 Newland Park when it was cleared in 2003, seventeen years after Larkin's death. It will also draw attention to what is missing or was destroyed.  We hope the exhibition provokes your curiosity.
