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We understand this great celebration for the
city as a confirmation of its cultural heritage
by means of a unique and memorable urban
landscape. We propose a “Hall for Hull”: a
renovated square populated by an accessible
light

and thought-provoking structure of

columns.

Based on the bold character of Holy Trinity
Church and its
discreet regular pavement, our proposal is

recent extension to a
a monumental hypostyle room, open to the
sky and the immediate surroundings. A new
foundational place not only evocative of the
origins of architecture but also of its vague
boundaries with land-art and op-art, both
expressions of the human efforts to find an

appropriate balance with nature.

Instead of limiting a single interior within a
compact object, we believe it is necessary to
preserve the visual and functional continuity
of the square while highlighting the frontal
symmetry to the historical monument. With a
simple 8m grid of columns it will be possible to
articulate a diverse range of accesses to this
temporal venue. With 2m in diameter and 6m
in height, every column will be an inhabitable

vertical shaft with one entry opening. It will
be constructed with the most efficient and
economical galvanized steel structure, veiled
by a thin galvanized metal mesh.

Both the open grid and the 16 inhabitable
columns are meant to multiply the potential
activities and events: exhibitions could be
displayed inside every column; they could
function as kiosks for information, local crafts
or flowers; talks could be presented in the
central alley with a magnificent backdrop;
performances, festivals or parties could
happen in between the columns, meandering
in countless directions, with different lighting
qualities, furniture arrangements and sound
configurations.

Almost like a translucent phantom, our
proposal conveys asense of silentand graceful
presence that will be carefully distorted by
Swiss artist Felice Varini (his collaboration
is already confirmed). Following his previous
experience, his work will introduce a delicate
colour figure that will redefine the geometry of
our grid system and columns, challenging the
perception of perspective, distance and the

very scale of this particular civic setting.
