Job Description

Pasting sheets of 350 GSM paper to plywood boards in a brick motif pattern.

The plywood boards have been pre fixed to three buildings in the Humber Street area of Hull.

Method  

Using a carpenters pencil and tape measure, draw a  brick pattern onto the  plywood sheets ( the plywood has been pre fitted to the buildings on Humber Street).

Once this pattern has been completed start filling the pencil drawn brick shapes in with the red paper sheets.

The paper sheets will be glued using water based exterior PVA glue. Glue will be applied using a decorators roller.

Some of the wall will be above head height. When paper is attached to walls that are above head height a scaffold tower will be used .

If the ground is not level enough for a scaffold tower then we will use a cherry picker.

Once all the red paper sheets have been attached to the plywood clad wall , we will cut the grey paper to the correct size to fill the spaces left. We will cut the grey paper using a stanley knife and a steel straight edge. Protective builders gloves to be used whilst cutting with a Stanley knife.
