
Deliveries to the Ferens Art Gallery, Loading Bay

The Ferens has a secure loading bay for all deliveries, situated behind the gallery, off Osborne Street.  
SAT NAV: use the postcode for Princes Quay Parking HU1 2NL

(Do not use the Ferens Art Gallery’s postcode).

The access point for the Ferens loading bay is at the dog-leg before Princes Quay Parking so if you reach the multi-storey car park you need to retrace your steps!

From the West (M62 / A1 / M1)

· Come into Hull on the A63 (Clive Sullivan Way).  Follow signs for ‘City Centre Traffic’.  
· At the end of the A63 is a flyover (40 miles per hour speed limit) bringing you to traffic lights at a major intersection- the Mytongate junction. 
· The junction is screened by trees on both sides and controlled by traffic lights.  It is bisected by the dual carriageway. 
· Keeping to the left hand lane of the dual carriageway as you approach the junction go straight on

· Once through the junction you will immediately be on Castle Street.

From the North (A1079)

· Follow signs for the City Centre along Beverley Road, 
· Go straight ahead at the Ferensway & Beverley Road traffic lights.

· Continue straight on passing the Paragon train station on your right and following Ferensway until you reach the major traffic lights at the Mytongate junction.  Take the first left onto Castle Street.

From the East (A1033 / A63)

· Follow traffic signs for Leeds and City Centre
· You will pass signs on your left for the major marine attraction ‘The Deep’

· You will enter the City on a bridge over the River Hull 
· Go straight ahead at the Castle Street & Garrison Road traffic lights.  
· Keep in the left lane until you reach Mytongate junction where you will double back on yourself to take the west bound carriageway.  
· On approach to the Mytongate junction keep in the left lane of the dual carriageway and at the lights take the left slip road to the Ice Arena.
· Bear right on entry to the junction/ roundabout until you come back onto the dual carriageway heading west.

· Ensure that you are in the left hand lane of the dual carriageway on exiting the intersection
· You are immediately on Castle Street

FURTHER DIRECTIONS: ALL TRAFFIC from the Mytongate Junction
· Immediately after the Mytongate junction take the slip road, first left off Castle Street into Myton Street, sign posted for: ‘Princes Quay, Paragon Street Area, City Centre West and Parking’
· Follow Myton Street (which is a one way street) in the right hand lane (road marking signed as ‘Princes Quay’).  
· At traffic lights turn right into Osborne Street.  
· Approximately 75 yards on the left, at a bend in the road joining to Waterhouse Lane, turn left at huge blue gates to meet a red and white barrier into Princes Quay Management area.
· Announce your arrival ‘for Ferens Art Gallery’ to Princes Quay security using the intercom situated to the right of the barrier.  
· Once through the barrier, the black iron gates of the Gallery loading bay are directly ahead.  Ring the bell to the left of the gate, and wait for gallery staff to come to you.  It may take 5 minutes if staff are busy.
